different. Staff turnover for bus drivers and the need for substitute drivers is
impacting the YCS Transportation Department’s ability to cover all routes
adequately. In addition, they are affecting our ability to get your children to school
on time and home in a timely manner.

The district’s Transportation Department has been working creatively on various
options to help remedy the transportation scheduling challenges and improve
communication.
